 Applications must be received or postmarked by the application deadline.  Carefully compare your 

qualifications against the minimum qualifications listed on the announcement and apply for only those 
examinations for which you clearly meet the required qualifications.   

SALARY:   Salary varies by school district. 

VACANCIES:  The eligible list established as a result of this examination will be used to fill present and future 
vacancies as they occur in school districts under the jurisdiction of the Madison County Department of Human 
Resources.* 

*Where a vacancy exists for Head Custodian, preference in certification from the Promotional Eligible List 
will be given to candidates employed in the department or jurisdiction where the vacancy exists.  Those 
candidates who qualify for the promotion exam may also file an application for the open-competitive exam 
in order to be considered for vacancies in other departments or jurisdictions.  The Open Competitive Eligible 
List will be certified after the promotional list has been exhausted.

OPEN COMPETITIVE-RESIDENCY:  There are no residency requirements to take this examination.  Preference 
in certification may be given to successful candidates who have been legal residents of the jurisdiction in which 
appointment is to be made for at least one month prior to the date of certification.   

MULTIPLE EXAMINATIONS SCHEDULED FOR THE SAME DAY:  If you have applied to take a written 
test announced by either one or several local jurisdictions (county, town, city) scheduled to be held on the same 
test date as this written test, you must notify each of the local jurisdictions no later than two weeks before the test 
date, so they can make arrangements for taking all tests at one test site.  All examinations for positions in State 
government will be held at a State examination center.   

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE CLASS: This is an important supervisory position involving 
responsibility for the efficient and economical cleaning and maintenance of a large school building or number of 
smaller buildings and related facilities.  The incumbent has responsible charge of the custodial and maintenance work 
of school facilities and equipment.  The work is performed under the general direction of a superior allowing wide 
leeway for the exercise of independent judgment in keeping buildings and facilities up to approved standards of 
cleanliness and operation. Immediate supervision is exercised over the work of subordinate cleaning or maintenance 
personnel. 

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: 

OPEN COMPETITIVE:  Graduation from high school or possession of a high school equivalency diploma and 
two years of full-time paid, or its part-time equivalent, building cleaning or maintenance experience. 

PROMOTION:  Limited to permanent employees with at least one (1) year of continuous service in the title of 
Custodian immediately preceding the date of the examination in a jurisdiction whose Civil Service is administered 
by the Madison County Department of Human Resources.   

SENIORITY POINTS will be added to the written test score of candidates who pass the written test in accordance 
with County policy.  Rating is based on the length of continuous permanent classified service.  A copy of the seniority 
policy is available from the Madison County Department of Human Resources or a copy is posted on the Madison 
County Department of Human Resources intranet page. 

SPECIAL REQUIREMENT FOR APPOINTMENT IN SCHOOL DISTRICTS:  “Per Chapter 180 of the Laws 
of 2000, and by Regulations of the Commissioner of Education, to be employed in a position designated by a school 
district as involving direct contact with students, a clearance for employment from the State Education Department 
is required.” 

SUBJECTS OF EXAMINATION: A written test designed to evaluate knowledge, skills and/or abilities in the 
following areas: 

Ability to read and follow written instructions: These questions test for the ability to read, understand and 
apply written instructions for performing tasks similar to those encountered on the job. All the information needed 
to answer these questions will be provided in the test booklet. 

Building cleaning: These questions test for knowledge of basic principles and practices of building cleaning. 
They cover such areas as equipment, tools, supplies, methods and procedures for cleaning different types of 
surfaces and materials under various, commonly occurring circumstances.



Building operation and maintenance I: These questions test for knowledge of the basic principles, practices 
and techniques essential to the correct operation and maintenance of public buildings. They cover such areas as 
building maintenance; preventive maintenance, and minor repair of electrical and plumbing systems; methods 
and equipment for snow removal; building safety and equipment storage.

Operation and routine maintenance of heating, ventilating and air conditioning systems: These questions 
test for knowledge of basic principles, practices and techniques essential to the correct operation and maintenance 
of heating, ventilating and air conditioning systems, including such areas as minor cleaning; room temperature 
and building ventilation control; steam, hot water and hot air heating systems; boiler operation; troubleshooting 
air conditioning system problems, and proper maintenance of air conditioning systems. 

Supervision and training: These questions test for the knowledge required by a supervisor to set goals, plan and 
organize work, train workers in how to do their jobs, and direct workers towards meeting established goals. The 
supervisory questions cover such areas as assigning and reviewing work, evaluating performance, maintaining 
work quality, motivating employees, increasing efficiency, and dealing with problems that may arise on the job. 
The training questions cover such areas as determining the necessity for training, selecting appropriate training 
methods, and evaluating the effectiveness of training.

CALCULATOR: Unless otherwise notified, candidates are permitted to use quiet, hand-held, solar or battery 
powered calculators. Cell phones, devices that may be connected to a computer, and devices with typewriter 
keyboards, "Spell Checkers", "Personal Digital Assistants", "Address Books", "Language Translators", 
"Dictionaries", or any similar devices are prohibited. You may not bring books or other reference materials.

State website: https://www.cs.ny.gov/testing/testguides.cfm. Candidates not having access to a computer or the 
internet may request copy of the test guide from the municipal civil service office conducting this examination 
using the contact information found elsewhere on this announcement. 

NOTE:  Bring positive identification to the written examination such as a driver's license, passport or student 
identification which contains a photo and your signature.  Candidates will not be admitted without the proper 
identification. 

TIME AND PLACE OF EXAMINATION:  Accepted candidates will be notified by letter when and where to 
appear for this examination.  If notice of acceptance or disapproval is not received at least three days prior to the 
examination date, please call this office at (315) 366-2341. 

SECTION 23-2 STATEMENT:  The written test is being prepared and rated by the New York State Department of Civil 
Service in accordance with Section 23-2 of the Civil Service Law.  The provisions of the New York State Civil Service 
Rules and Regulations dealing with the rating of examinations will apply to the written test. 

ADDITIONAL CREDIT FOR OPEN COMPETITIVE ONLY: In conformance with section 85-a of the Civil 
Service Law, children of firefighters and police officers killed in the line of duty shall be entitled to receive an 
additional ten points in a competitive examination for original appointment in the same municipality in which his or 
her parent has served. If you are qualified to participate in this examination and are a child of a firefighter or police 
officer killed in the line of duty in this municipality, please inform this office of this matter when you submit your 
application for examination. A candidate claiming such credit has a minimum of two months from the application 
deadline to provide the necessary documentation to verify additional credit eligibility. However, no credit may be 
added after the eligible list has been established. 

VETERANS CREDIT:  Veterans or disabled veterans who are eligible for additional credit must submit an   
application for veteran’s credit with their application for examination or at any time between the dates of their 
application for examination and the date of the establishment of the resulting eligible list.  Applications for veteran’s 
credit are available from this office.  Veteran’s credit can only be added to a passing score on the examination. 

Candidates currently in the armed forces may apply for and be conditionally granted veteran's credit in examinations.  
Any candidate who applies for such credit must provide proof of military status to receive the conditional credit.  No 
credit may be granted after the establishment of the list.  It is the responsibility of the candidate to provide appropriate 
documentary proof indicating that the service was in time of war, as defined in Section 85 of Civil Service Law, and 
that the candidate received an honorable discharge or was released under honorable conditions in order to be certified 
at a score including veteran's credit.
